Tackling Energy Waste All Weekend Long 

Expanding on the success of this BOMA Toronto initiative and last year’s success, 
BOMA Toronto in collaboration with program advisor, Energy@Work Inc. are pleased 
to open up this year’s 2023 Earth Hour Weekend Challenge. The challenge encourages 
collective efforts between landlords and tenants to identify operational and behavioral 
strategies to eliminate energy waste during the Challenge Weekend. Phantom power 
such as computer monitors and phone chargers consume electricity even when not in 
use and contributes to electricity waste. Collaborative actions can reveal opportunities 
to conserve energy by reducing unnecessary loads like Phantom power when buildings 
are unoccupied. 

In the spirit of Earth Hour and energy conservation, participants will be able to compete 
for award recognition as the Top Reducer in the Building category with onus on 
landlords to find operational changes and collaborate with tenants to discover 
behavioral changes that affect energy use over the entire weekend as opposed to just 
the one hour. 

Through joint efforts, our hope is that landlords will continue to partner with tenants to 
collectively realize energy-saving strategies that in turn drive down operational costs 
and greenhouse gas emissions.

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Challenge Overview and Rules: 
The Building Challenge: Participating properties will compete for the Top Reducer 
Award. The award is presented to the building that achieves the Greatest Percentage 
Reduction (%) in electricity use (kWh). Recognition is determined by the greatest 
reduction in consumption during the Challenge Weekend when compared to the 
building’s average consumption over the preceding two weekends. 

ü All Participants must have access to full raw interval meter data from your 
electricity provider.

ü Data must be presented in the available prescribed Data Entry Form or 
spreadsheet template. Data presented in other formats will not be accepted.

ü Submit interval data no later than the deadline on April 7th, 2023, at 4:00 PM

ü Obtain your interval data for the challenge weekends from your smart meter, 

utility, or BAS system.
o Manual meter reads will not be accepted as this would introduce errors and 

would be difficult to verify.
ü To submit data on an individual building, please use the following Data Entry Form.
ü To submit data from a portfolio of buildings, you may complete this spreadsheet 

template and upload the spreadsheet to our Data Entry Form.
